RE: 49 CFR § 382 Random Controlled Substance and Alcohol Testing Requirements Update

Dear UTC Regulated Company:

Effective January 1, 2020, the minimum annual percentage rate for random controlled substances testing for drivers of commercial motor vehicles requiring a commercial driver’s license became 50 percent. 

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) increased the minimum annual percentage rate for random controlled substances testing for drivers of commercial motor vehicles (CMVs) requiring a commercial driver's license (CDL) from the current rate of 25 percent of the average number of driver positions to 50 percent of the average number of driver positions, effective in calendar year 2020. 

Based on the results of the 2018 FMCSA Drug and Alcohol Testing Survey, the positive rate for controlled substances random testing increased to 1.0 percent. Per 49 CFR § 382.305, the FMCSA Administrator will increase the controlled substances minimum annual percentage rate for random controlled substances testing to 50 percent of the average number of driver positions.
